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Casablanca is a classic American film. It was a great love story with some humor. Who can forget the moment 

when Claude Reins, playing Captain Renault, confronted Rick, played by Humphrey Bogart, and announced: òI'm 
shocked, shocked to find that gambling is going on in here!ó The croupier shortly thereafter delivered the good 
captain a pile of money, his gambling winnings! 
Three commissioners expressed similar shock during the January 25th county commission meeting. Commissioner 
Georgia Hiller made a proposal that an ethics ordinance be considered to avoid the appearance of impropriety 
when vendors make a gift to a Commissioners pet project. Paradise Advertising, is paid about 4 million a year to 
do tourist development advertising. Paradise recently donated to the county $50,000.00 for the Freedom Memorial 
and $50,000.00 for the Marco Museum, pet projects of Commissioners Coyle and Fiala. The contract with paradise 
was up for renewal. 
 
In the private, as well as the public sector, gifts by vendors raise eyebrows, the implication being that such gifts are 
nothing more than òpay to playó. Commissioner Hiller must have inadvertently struck a major exposed nerve, as 
some of her fellow commissioners began to howl.  Fred Coyle accused her of making a personal political attack. 
Jim Coletta was disconcerted and conducted an on the spot investigation of possible corruption. His verdict was 
that, ò we were chasing smoke across the meadow.ó  Commissioner Fiala had a reasoned response, not wanting to 
discourage fundraising for worthwhile charities. 
 
The fact of the matter is that monies given up by Paradise that would have been deposited in the general fund 
were diverted to the special charitable funds without a County Commission vote. Is this a breech of the public 
trust?  The original resolution approving the Freedom Memorial was subjected to the review of the county attor-
ney on June 6 of 2006. That written opinion approved the receipt of funds for the memorial provided that they 
were collected by an organization outside of the County. The Veterans Council of Collier County was chosen to 
collect the funds. The Council was to turn those funds over the County to be placed in a tax-exempt account. That 
appeared to have happened for a time, but for some reason the practice was abandoned and the county began re-
ceiving the funds directly. How the County got into the charity donation business is a mystery at this point. 
Many questions need to be asked. Why did the County stop using the Veterans Council to collect funds? Did the 
county manager know or approve of this donation? 
 
Did Fred Coyle or Donna Fiala know about or approve the donations?  Who accepted the funds on behalf of the 
county? Should the gifts be returned to Paradise? 
 
The Freedom Memorial and the Marco Museum are worthwhile public projects. They should not be tainted with 
any appearance of improper conduct. An appropriate ethics ordinance and procedures should be established to 
insure that this does not occur. 
When anyone suggests that there is corruption in Collier County, I am as òshockedó as Captain Renault was when 
he announced the discovery of gambling in Ricks Café American.
