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Commissioners to Decide on Estates
Commercial Proposals

At their January 19 meeting, Collier County Commissioners will address a number of Growth
Management Plan Amendment proposals that could significantly change the existing plan for Golden Gate

Estates. Several plan amendments have been proposed in the last year that could potentially convert over 100
acres from Estates residential zoning to commercial use. The largest commercial proposal, on 56 acres, to pe

located on the corner of Randall Boulevard and Immokalee Road, would add over 400,000 square feet of re

ail

and office space. The second proposal, more controversial because it is directly adjacent to numerous existing

Estates residences would add 225,000 square feet of business and retail on a 40 acre parcel at the northwe
ner of Wilson and Golden Gate Boulevards.

By comparison Coastland Center in Naples has 550,000 square feet of retail space. Several other smaller ¢
opments are also proposed for the Estates area. Residents of the Estates Area have been passionate in bo
support and in opposition to expanding commercial development within the Estates. Many property owners
wish to preserve the rural character and green nature of the Estates, while others seek more commercial
development.

Collier County planning staff has recommended against all proposals on the grounds that there is no
demonstrated need for additional commercial space at this time. In addition, planning staff found that the
proposals were inconsistent with the goals of the current Growth Management Plan, which designates the E
tates as a rural residential community with only limited convenience commercial development.

The Collier County Planning Commission, an advisory board to the Board of County Commission-
ers, heard these commercial proposals at their Octobélt dfeeting. Planning Commissioners voted 8 to 2 to
recommend approval of the 56 acre proposal on Randall Boulevard: No recommendation was made on the
40 acre Golden Gate Boulevard proposal in a 4 to 4 tie vote. All smaller commercial proposals were rejecte
Collier County Commissioners will now make the final determination on these commercial proposals.

A special evening meeting session will be held at the JanudfyBI®C Meeting so that interested Estates resi-
dents and property owners can attend. The meeting will be held beginning at 5:00pm in the County Commis
sion chambers located on the 3rd Floor Bldg.
