The report Poes on to suggest that the development of significant biotechnology clusters may take decades. Facic
usef_l%_l or cluster development include a skilled work force and specific research programs at state and priyate uni
versities.

If the return on investment were delayed b% decades, the cost to Collier would not be sustainable. County jndebt-
edness has risen from $215,448,000 in 2002 to $789,594,000 in 2008. Jackson Lab is seeking an initial grant of $
million in taxpayer funds. Additional funds would be required for cluster development. Total cost and intergst be-

fore there is any payoff could easily exceed $1 billion.

Based upon the only independent research available, the OPPAGA report, the establishment of a biotechrology
cluster in Collier is contraindicated for a number of reasons. The pro osed facility would be located in an isolated
area, far from Interstate 75 and metropolitan Collier. We have no skilled work force, no institutions of higher learn-
ing complementary to cluster development, insufficient financial resources, poor transportation and an existing
unsustainable debt burden.

Coyle has stated that a decision will be made by July when the millage rate must be set. Apparently no puplic de-
bate or independent analysis will occur.

No doubt that the location of Jackson would be a big benefit to the investors in Ave Maria, but if county goyern-
ment needs to go into the development business and is truly concerned with the economic plight of its residents, i
should consider affordable activities which have the potential to benefit jobless residents who are here now, not

those who may be here 30 years from now.

Golden Gate Fire District Facing Serious Cutbacks

Budget estimates for 2010 are indicating a continuing crisis for local fire districts across SW Florida, and ¢ur loca

districts serving the Estates Area may be among the most seriously impacted. Chief Robert Metzger of the
Golden Gate Fire and Rescue District has indicated that he has been told to expect a decrease in assess¢d prope
values in the district of 23.6%!! Neighboring Big Corkscrew Island Fire and Rescue is facing an even morg seriou
shortfall of over 35%!! Both of these fire districts serve the Estates Area with needed structure and wildfire fight-
ing capabilities. This situation is made more complicated by movements to consolidate fire districts, all of which

are struggling with different funding issues and problems.

Despite the generosity of residents to raise millage rates and support the district in the last election seasop, there
will be a shortfall in funds due to the continued loss in property values. Chief Metzger is currently expecting to be
forced to lay off firefighting personnel and close stations. He has indicated he will be meeting with area residents
in the months ahead to keep them informed and to try and make the best decisions under the circumstandes.
Although we were fortunate to have a safe wildfire season this past winter, all Estates Area residents know our
greatest risk for a serious natural disaster is from area wildfires. The loss of firefighters, equipment, and service
could have a serious impact in our community and to the safety of our homes, families, and neighbors. The im-
pact of this down economy on our emergency and essential services is indeed a serious devetopment.
will keep area residents informed on this important issue and urge all citizens to follow this problem closely.
