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Two Important Water Management Meetings
Discuss Issues

Golden Gate Estates Area Civic Associatiorembers participated in two recent water management meetings

of great importance to the Estates Area. February 26HGEACA was invited to attend and provide input on
the 10 Year Strategic Plan for thgig Cypress Basirour local division of the South Florida Water Management
District. Numerous local government and State agencies attended and participated in the planning meeting
including, Collier County Transportation, Municipal Utilities, Storm water, the Department of Environmental
Protection, Florida Department of Forestry, City of Naples, City of Marco Island, and numerous
environmental advocacy groups. Issues discussed all related to the development of long term goals and
operations of theBCB.

A second important meeting was held on March 4th. This meeting was a public meeting presented b
the South Florida Water Management District and the US Army Corps of Engineers / Jacksonville on the stat
of the Picayune Strand State Forest restoration project. This environmental project is the first Comprehensiv
Everglades Restoration Plan (CERP) project under construction. It is basically the restoration of the area

Both of these meetings dealt with issues extremely important to the current residents and future of the

Estates AreaGGEACA members and BOD expressed concerns on several issues affecting our community:

* More local Public Meetings on important water issues, and better meeting notice to citizens and groups
* The need for acomprehensivesurface / flood water management plan for the Estates Area and Collier
County and better coordination between the numerous agencies involved
e The need for the protection of adequate fresh water resources for Estates Area residents, at build out,
e considering the demands of the Naples and Collier County well fields, proposed development in the Rur3

Lands Stewardship Area, and water reservation for the Picayune Strand Restoration.
* Changing flood management policy so that mitigation dollars collected in the Estates Area are kept local to
help our local situation instead of being transferred elsewhere
* Keeping local control of local water management issues and operations with strong suppBE&Bfrather
than SFWMD management from West Palm Beach.

GGEACA will present information and keep all members informed on important issues and public
