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FEMA / Mandatory Flood Insurance Update 

 

A t our April 21st meeting, Nick Casalanguida, administrator with the Collier office of Community  

Development and Environmental Services gave members an update on the status of the local FEMA Flood  

Insurance program, and county government efforts to help residents with the processes ahead.  Most  

encouraging has been an effort by county staff to begin the registration of licensed surveyors for elevation 

certificate work for area homeowners. 

  

Recent national events may have extended the timeline for the adoption of new rules and Digital Flood  

Insurance Rate Maps (DFIRM) for Collier County.  A bill to overhaul the troubled US National Flood  

Insurance Program is presently moving through Congress in Washington.  If adopted, this bill would  

reauthorize the program for five years and delay implementation of new rate maps for flood zones so  

homeowners newly included in a flood zone do not face an immediate new insurance cost.  The bill also 

calls for a range of administrative changes intended to make the  program function more efficiently.   

Recent statements made by Congressional committee members working on this issue were that  

"The focus on NFIP should be on providing coverage for those vulnerable to natural disasters, not to  

subsidize the wealthiest Americans, so we are phasing out premium subsidies for second homes and vacation 

homes, which will save the program a lot of money."  The bottom line is that this may delay or modify the 

FEMA Flood Insurance program in eastern Collier County, including the Golden Gate Estates Area. 

 

A second issue of concern with flood management in our community is the adoption of the Collier County 

Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.   

 

This county ordinance, required by FEMA, will define rules and regulations for future construction in the 

county to minimize flood damage and monetary loss to property owners and the county. The GGEACA  

Board is meeting with Collier County staff in May to assist with fair and equitable rules for the Estates Area 

and rural areas of the county.  Currently we are most concerned with rules regulating non residential 

"Accessory Structures".  Many local citizens are concerned that  

accessory structures, not used for human habitation, that constitute a minimal investment, and have  

minimal flood loss potential, not be excessively regulated.   

 

Typical "accessory structures" that might be found in the Estates Area include: detached garages,  

carports, storage sheds, pole barns, hay sheds, head houses, barns, greenhouses, shade houses, kennels, 

aviaries, and stables.   

 

None of us wants to see rules that would needlessly require additional fill for these structures that might 

very well make flooding in the Estates and rural Collier worse!   

 

Excessive regulation could also add thousands of dollars of construction cost and inspection fees for 

hobby and agricultural related structures for little or no practical benefit. 

 

Estates Civic Directors will work hard to keep members and citizens informed and well represented on 

this important and fast developing issue.  Stay tuned.

My name is Roy Terry and I was appointed by the Governor in February to represent District 5 on the Col-

lier County School Board.   I would like to keep you informed and updated on issues coming before the 

Board each month.  Important issues the Board will be dealing with this month include: 

  

1.  The Budget ---  The Florida Legislature has just completed its session and the School District will be ana-

lyzing the impact on our finances.  A final budget proposal should be developed in the next month or two. 

  

2.  Class Size Amendment ---  The District has decided not to rezone elementary schools next year.  There is 

an important amendment to the Class Size Bill that will be on the ballot in November.   This amendment 

could change the requirements for final implementation of the Class Size Bill.  It will maintain the intention 

of reducing class size, but will be a lot less expensive to implement.  We will need to pass this amendment in 

November. 

  

Graduations in all of the high schools will take place on June 4, 2010.  Board Members will be attending 

graduation ceremonies and wishing all graduates congratulations and good luck in their future endeavors!
