O ur November meeting will feature the first of many community workshops on the concept docu-
ment known as theEstates Bill of Right§ his document has been compiled by tii#olden Gate Estates Area
Civic Associatioffior the purpose of facilitating discussion on the future and the community character of
Golden Gate Estates and adjacent rural / residential neighborhoods in Collier County, Florida.

As Collier County moves forward toward buildout, growth management plans are evolving and
changing. In order to keep pace with surrounding development, and looking forward to the update of the
Golden Gate Master Planur community growth plan, residents of the Estates Area must begin to consider
what we expect and want our community to be like in the years ahead. It is hoped thaEttates Bill of
Rightscan assist a comprehensive community review and discussion of many important issues for not only {
Estates Area, but rural areas throughout the county.

It is important to understand what this document is, and also, what it is not!

The EBRis a compilation of ideas, concepts, and thoughts that have circulated in Golden Gate Estates and
rural Collier communities for many years. Many ideas are already formalized in Estates (E) code. Many

other issues have been introduced by county committees and at forums, public meetings, civic meetings, and

by homeowner and community groups. ThEBRconcept is by no means complete and is not a formal docu-
ment adopted by the GGEACA or any other group. It is only the beginning of a community concept in pro-
gress that can be completed and adopbadly by the community residents and property owners themselves!
At the core of many community concerns, and central to tliEBRconcept, however, is the need forraral
standard for community developmenis opposed to that currently applied in the urban coastal zone of Col-
lier County.

All interested citizens are encouraged to review the draft concepitsstates Bill of Righésd contrib-
ute comments, constructive critiqgue, and analysis. Get involved in the discussion and help with the develog
ment of a vision for the community character and future of the Golden Gate Estates Area!! The November
meeting will feature a review and discussion of roads and transportation issues.

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Growth management Plan Amendments

On October 19 and 20the Collier County Plan Commission held hearings on Growth manage-

ment Plan Amendments that would radically alter the existing plan for Golden Gate Estates. Four plan ameng-

ments were presented that would convert over 100 acres from residential to commercial use.The largest con
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mercial proposal, on 56 acres, to be located off Randall, just east of Immokolee, would add over 400,000 squiare

feet of retail and office. The second largest proposal would add 225,000 square feet of business and retail tg

acre parcel at the northwest corner of Wilson and Golden Gate Boulevard. By comparison Coastland Center|i

Naples has 550, 000 square feet of retail space.

County planning staff recommended against all of the proposal on the grounds that there was no demonstrat
need for additional commercial space. In addition, planning staff found that the proposals were inconsistent
with the goals of the Growth Management Plan, which designates the Estates as a rural residential commun
with only limited commercial development. The Plan Commission in an 8 to 2 vote, recommended approval (
the 56acre plan. No recommendation was made on theade proposal, the final vote being ad4ie. Two
smaller proposals were rejected. The Board of County Commissioners will make a final determination on the
fate of all four proposals on January 19, 2010. A rare evening session will be held beginning at 5:00 PM on' t
date, in order that working residents can attend.

Area gardeners and plant professionals are once again rediscovering the wonderful benefits and ad-

vantages of native plants for Estates area landscapes. At a time when almost everyone is looking for low
cost, low maintenance plantings, native plant species are an obvious choice with many advantages. Most
Estates Area residents can look right outside their windows for a clear example. Hardy varieties such as
Live Oak, Laurel Oak, Slash Pine, Wax Myrtle, Bald Cypress, Dahoon Holly, and Red Maple are out-
standing choices for a great landscape that thrives and flourishes in our hot wet summers and dry winters.
Because they are naturally adapted to SW Florida, once established, native plants typically require little ferf
tilization and irrigation, and are for the most part pest free. Many are cold hardy, fire adapted, and can be

Basin of the South Florida Water Management District is currently planning a program to feature the use of
native plants for low input, low maintenance road median landscaping. Perhaps one of the silver linings of
the economic downturn will be the utilization of some of the readily available University of Florida Xeris-
cape technology in public plantings and landscape applications around Collier County!! GGEACA will be
bringing you details on this project as information becomes available.

In recent years the benefits of water conservation, reduced nutrient requirements, and the out-
standing success rate of native plantings have led many local growers and nurserymen to grow and stock
more native plants. They are much more available than in past years. In addition to the trees mentioned
above, numerous shrub and groundcover species are now also commonly available.

So, as you plan your fall plantings, or consider adding a few more plants to your woodland property|
to supplement what mother nature provided, remember the hardy natives!! For more information on na-

The varieties made available are selected for being well
adapted to our SW Florida conditions and will be helpful for beginning gardeners and seasoned veterans
alike.

Members wishing to pick up plants are asked to bringatgf bags in sandwich
and gallon sizes to help carry the plants home. Also bring a small magic marker to label the bags if you
wish to keep track of the varieties.
