We live in strange times, never before in the history of our democracy has it been
fashionable to deny the voters a seat at the table. Our recent experience in Collier confirms the trend. In caviler
fashion, four of our county commissioners denied the voters a chance to approve or deny the funding of Jack-
son Labs. With impeccable logic, Coyle told the Productivity Committee that we have to choose funding that

will not require a vote, because the voters will vote against it.

Voting in Election 2010 will soon begin with the general election to be held Tuesday, November 2nd. Early

voting will be offered beginning 15 days prior to election day on October 15th!! This election will be very
busy as we will be electing one of our US Senators, our US Congressmen, a hew Governor and the entire
cabinet, and several important state and local contests including our Estates Area State Representative in Dis-
trict 101, and our District 5 School Board Member.

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FEMA / Mandatory Flood Insurance Upaate

T he Federal Emergency Management Agency's (FEMA) new, preliminary Digital Flood Insurance Rate Maps

(DFIRMSs) were presented this summer at a series of public meetings across Collier County, including a presenta-
tion for the Estates Area at the IFAS/UF Extension Office on August 18th. Once finalized, these flood maps will
be used by FEMA to set flood insurance rates and regulate floodplain development. The new DFIRMs presentec
are very different from our past classification. New maps include risk from storm surge as well as rainfall from the
coast as far inland as SR 29. As many as 50,000 structures in Collier County, many in the Estates Area are newl
classified as being in special flood zones and sulbpectdatory flood insuranieg mortgage providers. Collier
County and the Estates Area are not alone with these changes. FEMA's map Modernization Program over the la:
7 years has resulted in new or revised digital flood maps for 92% of the US population. This is widely believed to
be the result of the basic bankruptcy of the federal flood insurance program as a result of massive federal disaste
payouts for disasters such as Hurricane Katrina in New Orleans, as well as widespread mismanagement and abu
of the program. Recent reviews in USA Today outline the failures of this FEMA program.
Currently, Collier County has posted the proposed DFIRM maps on a special page on the County website
so that property owners can enter their street address and see their current and newly proposed flood zone classi
cation. Citizens are urged to utilize the County website and review information on the FEMA process, flood insur-
ance requirements, and options to consider on seeking exemptions. The county website as well as other useful
FEMA and federal government resources are listed below.
Going forwardGGEACA will do everything possible to help keep Estates Area residents informed and
help them access information on the practical application of the Flood Insurance Program and process.

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Six Proposed Constitutional Amendments
Learn the /ssues

The proposed amendments to the Florida State Constitution on the November 2nd ballot are complex and

deserve your attention and study prior to voting. The Florida Supreme Court has removed three of the p
posed nine proposed amendments for legal reasons, leaving six to be decided by voters. Below is a brie
scription of each proposed Amendment:

. Amendment 1- Repeal of Public Campaign Financing Requirement

This would repeal the provision that requires public financing for campaigns of candidates for state

office who agree to campaign spending limits.

. Amendment 20 Homestead Ad Valorem Tax for Deployed Military Personnel

This would provide an additional homestead property tax exemption for armed services personne

including FL National Guard, who receive a homestead exemption and who were deployed the
previous year outside the U.S.

‘ Amendment 4- Referendum Requirement fol ocal Government Comprehensive Land Use Plans
This is the o0Hometown Democracyd amendment
referendum for growth management planning.

@ Amendment 58 Legislative Redistricting
This would require districts to be contiguous, compact and essentially equal in population, withou
favor to incumbents or political parties.

@ Amendment 68 Congressional Redistricting
Same requirement, but for Federal office.

. Amendment 83 Revision of Class Size Requirements for Public Schools
This would roll back the 2002 amendment and increase the maximum number of students assig
to each teacher and to allow calculation of class size limits by grade groupings.

A 60% affirmative vote is needed to adopt a constitutional amendment.

To help citizens understand the proposed amendments, an Amendments Forum will be held on
Tuesday, October 12th-7%.m. at the St. John the Evangelist Church assembly hall at 625 111th Ave. N.
