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Flood Map Proposal by County Staff Could Cost Taxpayers Millions. 

Estates Area Homes could be Drastically Affected!!

Collier County residents will soon become aware of proposals by county staff that could cost taxpayers millions of 

dollars through increased flood insurance and construction costs. 

 For the past several years citizens have been aware that FEMA, our federal disaster management agency, has 

expected an assessment of flooding risks in Collier County.  The response by public officials to citizen inquiry con-

cerning this issue has always been that new technology and studies under way would provide the necessary informa-

tion for an accurate flood risk analysis and reduce the threat of mandatory flood insurance requirements for residents.  

Initial details of Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) and a draft Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance proposed by 

county staff indicate this is far from the case. 

 Recently released information shows that under proposed document guidelines scheduled to be delivered to 

FEMA in early 2010, the Golden Gate Estates Area, and virtually all of eastern Collier would be re-classified as a 

more intensive flood zone, or an area "likely to flood", triggering thousands of new mandatory flood insurance policies 

and new construction guidelines.  Such a classification as a special flood hazard area could cost Collier taxpayers mil-

lions of dollars for residential, business, and public insurance, as well as increased construction costs for virtually all 

public works projects built going forward.  The effect of such a flood zone designation on the future economic devel-

opment of the county could be catastrophic. 

 The justification for this broad brush, aggressive flood classification change is questionable, and the reason for 

such a staff approach to managing information submitted to FEMA is even less clear. 

True, Southwest Florida receives over 50 inches of rainfall annually and surface water can stand in yards, swales, and 

over a few identified low lying residential roads and properties for many days following a severe rain event.  This is 

normal and expected for a woodlands community in a wetland habitat such as Golden Gate Estates.  This is not flood-

ing.  I am unaware of any recorded instance of water entering a dwelling in the Golden Gate Estates Area that was 

built to county code.  The Estates drainage system, managed by the South Florida Water Management District and 

Collier Stormwater Management, although far from perfect, has undergone extensive evaluation and improvement in 

recent years, and is operating better than ever.  Any assertion that the Golden Gate Estates Area should be designated 

as an area "likely to flood" is simply not supported by common sense, historical records, and the facts on the ground. 

 How did Collier citizens get to this point on the Flood Zone issue?  Apparently, county project managers 

elected to proceed in a conservative and typically bureaucratic manner designed to best protect themselves from criti-

cism rather than representing the interests of the public.  CYA, to use a coarse but well understood concept.  They have 

obviously been more concerned with meeting the administrative requirements of FEMA red tape than negotiating the 

most advantageous outcome for their constituents.  This approach is not what Collier citizens need or deserve. 

 What is necessary is an accurate, documented assessment of flood risk.  We need the appropriate insurance 

status to efficiently and economically protect our property and infrastructure from legitimate threats. We need one that 

is reasonable and functional, not one overbroad in administrative code with huge public and private cost!  To give you 

some indication of the ridiculous attitude Collier staff has to the actual operation of the proposed flood zone process 

for thousands of residents, one should read a recently released communication from the Collier Department of Envi-

ronmental Services.  This document suggests that owners of area dwellings might have the option to appeal their new 

flood zone classification through a formal administrative application directly to FEMA called a Letter of Map Change 

(LOMC).  This process would require individual citizens to hire their own private surveyors and consultants to prove 

the flood classification of their property is in error. With as many as 50,000 structures in Collier County impacted by 

the proposed flood zone changes, this is preposterous!    

An additional facet of this developing issue that is even more disturbing is the obvious disdain Collier County 

staff has demonstrated regarding public participation and the fundamental principles of open and transparent govern-

ment.  During the extended period in which staff has developed the new Collier flood zone policy and the associated 

draft ordinance, there has clearly not been a legitimate effort to keep the public informed. Was the legal requirement 

for public notice met?  Probably.  But little more.  No open public discourse.  No workshops.  No community presenta-

tions for those most affected.  With coming changes that could cost property and business owners millions, the stake-

holders have simply not been openly informed or engaged.  The most obvious evidence is that these proposals are 

coming as a huge surprise to almost everyone.  This should never happen!

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Worse yet, it appears that it may have been an internal staff policy to withhold information from the public 

and officials.  It has recently been revealed that CDES staff initially refused to release documents to members of the 

Collier County Planning Commission when requested.  If not for the persistence of a few dedicated volunteer Plan-

ning Commissioners, and the involvement of the Collier County Attorney, the public would still be in the dark re-

garding details of this proposed new ordinance and the whole disturbing chain of events.  Government operating in 

this way is simply unacceptable!  

 In summary, I am shocked and outraged over these proposed Flood Insurance Rate Maps, the draft Flood 

Damage Prevention Ordinance and the entire way the issue has been addressed, managed and conducted by Collier 

County staff.  I urge all Collier citizens to become familiar with this issue and become engaged immediately.  Addi-

tional information, documents, and articles on this issue, including the proposed Digital Flood Insurance Rate Maps

Habitat Conservation Plan Advisory Committee (HCPAC) 

Red Cockaded Woodpecker Plan May be Looking at a Sunset in 2009 

On September 29th the HCPAC and its staff liaison, Environmental Services, will go before the Board 

of County Commissioners (BCC) to make the case that a habitat conservation plan (HCP) for Red Cockaded 

woodpeckers (RCW) should be implemented in the North Belle Meade area of Collier County. 

Since its creation in 2005 the HCPAC has not been able to develop a Habitat Conservation Plan for any of Col-

lier County.  If the HCPAC does not produce a HCP for RCW for the North Belle Meade area by September

The purpose of the HCPAC is to determine the feasibility and desirability of developing and implement-

ing a Habitat Conservation Plan that will provide for the protection of the Red Cockaded woodpecker in Collier 

County.  The HCPAC was created in 2005 by the BCC, and Environmental Services was designated as the staff 

liaison.  In 4 years of discussion it was determined by the HCPAC to design and implement a program that did 

exactly the same thing as the US Fish & Wildlife Service currently provides.  Additionally, it was also determined 

that this proposed program would not be feasible in the RLSA area and most of Collier County.  The only re-

maining area of land that it could be applied to was the North Belle Meade area just south of Golden Gate Es-

tates. 

The proposed HCPAC plan would be to make the Collier Environmental Services Department (CDES) 

larger, create a new permitting process, create a monitoring program and conduct public education.  No other 

county in the state of Florida does this.  This proposed plan has not been evaluated for start up cost or annual 

recurring cost.  It is anticipated that start up cost would be approximately $1 million, and annual operating cost 

$2-4 million.  HCPAC estimates that a 5 acre parcel, in the most expensive scenario, would require mitigation in 

the amount of $400,000 to acquire a permit for existing North Belle Meade landowners.  This proposed HCP

 Proposals for new commercial and retail development projects to serve the Golden Gate Estates Area 

continue to come forward.  At September's meeting we will hear a presentation by Mr. Jack Sullivan of the 

Emergent Development Group for a new commercial center at the corner of Randall Boulevard and Immokalee 

Road.  Randall Boulevard is planned as the main road serving the new proposed city of Big Cypress, and is sched-

uled to be 6-laned in the Collier County Long Range Transportation Plan.  At completion, the Randall / Immo-

kalee intersection will be the first 6-lane by 6-lane intersection in the Estates area!  This project, currently referred 

to as the Randall Blvd. Commercial Subdistrict, is comprised of approximately 56 acres on the south side of  

Randall Boulevard between the small existing shopping center and Mobil gas station and 8th St. NE.  It is directly 

across the street from the Valencia commercial project currently under construction. 

 The Randall Commercial Subdistrict proposes to offer 391,000 square feet of commercial space to include 

grocery, office, medical, and general retail services. Come hear the details and see the proposed plans for this large 

commercial project designed to serve the northern and central Estates. 

A New I -75 Interchange ?  Will a good dream come true? 

For years, residents of Golden Gate Estates have dreamed of being able to hop onto Alligator Alley for 

a hassle free trip to downtown, to the East coast, or destinations to the North. That dream is coming a little 

closer to reality as the Collier County Transportation Division puts the finishing touches on an Interchange Jus-

tification Report, or IJR. The IJR is one of the first steps along a long bureaucratic road to obtain State and Fed-

eral approval for a new eastern interchange on I-75. 

At a public information meeting held earlier this year there was overwhelming public support for the 

interchange dream about to come true. While the celebration over the prospects for a new interchange contin-

ues, it might also be a good time to plan for some of the not so rosy ramifications and potential bumps in the 

road ahead.  The IJR contemplates locating the interchange at either Desoto or Everglades Boulevard. Every new 

interchange requires a connecting transportation artery to handle the expected traffic. In the case of the Estates 

interchange this could mean 4 or more lanes for the chosen artery, either Desoto or Everglades. In any case the 

qdrtks vhkk ad sg`s gtmcqdcr ne Fnkcdm F`sd Drs`sdƍr qdrhcdmsr vhkk knrd o`qs ne sgdhq eqnms x`qc `r vdkk `r sgd

peace and serenity to which they have become accustomed. Worse yet, these residents could have their property 

devalued without compensation, while road planning, design and construction take place. They could suffer the 

same fate as the residents who live along the path of the proposed Vanderbilt Beach Road extension. Hopefully, 

in this case, County officials will have adequate funding in place to acquire the needed right of way and complete 

the improvements in a timely fashion. 

Look at the bigger picture for a moment. County planners estimate that some day over 500,000 people 

will live East of 951. Most of these new residents will live in the Rural Lands Stewardship Area or RLSA. This 

area is located east of Desoto Boulevard. Some of these people will someday want, and will be entitled to, access 

to the new interchange. No plan has, as yet been presented as to how this will happen. At an appropriate time 

any interchange design should include a mechanism for RLSA roads to access the interchange and avoid directing 

excessive traffic through the rural community of Golden Gate Estates. 

There is yet another major concern regarding fair access to any future interchange.  In 1997 the State of 

Florida borrowed 55.2 million by issuing the Alligator Alley Revenue Bonds. This was done in part to install a so-

b`kkdc Ənmd rsno snkk bnmehftq`shnmƐ- Tmcdq sghr rdsto+ snkkr `qd bnkkdbsdc `s sgd Bnkkhdq Vdrs ok`y` enq d`rsantmc

traffic and at the Broward County East plaza for westbound traffic. The West plaza is of course located near CR-

951 (Collier Boulevard).  If the current configuration were to stay in place Estates residents would pay a full toll 

on the return trip. The obvious solution here would be to relocate the West tollbooth somewhere east of Ever-

glades or Desoto, so that Estates residents are not penalized for using I-75 for trips to our downtown merchants.

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Fair tolling is further complicated by the potential sale of Alligator Alley. This section of I-75 is cur-

rently on the auction block, ready to be sold or leased to the highest bidder, domestic or foreign. Any potential 

bidder will want to maximize revenue at the expense of Estates residents.  Efforts of the Citizens Transportation 

Coalition,  ctcnaples.com, led by Gina Downs, to require oversight of the leasing process, have so far fallen on 

deaf ears in Tallahassee. Apparently both Democrats and Republicans are reluctant to do anything to interfere 

with the off budget windfall they would inherit in the event of a successful sale. Do our elected representatives 

have their eyes on this windfall, which they can rapidly convert to pork for their home districts? 

        In the event of a sale or lease, tolls will be poised to increase precipitously. The new owners of Alligator 

Alley, perhaps a Chinese, European, or South American consortium, are not likely to care how much in tolls 

Estates and other residents will have to pay. Local officials will obviously have no control over tolls or how 

and where they are collected, unless a satisfactory agreement can be reached in advance with the toll authority.

In Collier, Abe Skinner keeps the re-

cords on each parcel in Collier. Those records include information on the size of each property, the improve-

ments, and the sales price. Al sales are recorded so that the assessor can get a handle on the market value of each 

property in the County. The Assessor is charged with the responsibility of coming up with the present cash 

value of all properties as of January 1 of each tax year. For decades this was a pretty simple process. Everyone 

knew that prices went up a certain percentage every year, and it was easy to tack on this increase in value.
